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Title : The relationship of “fairness” and local community in Fair Trade Town Movement

- Case studies in UK and Japan-

Fair Trade Town(FTT) Movement, having started from England in 2000, has been
spreading across the world. Fairtrade is the international activity which has been
practiced by NGO since 1940s to solve the international trade problem between
consumers and producers. In Fair Trade Town movement, NGOs in developed countries,
together with local government, companies, organizations and residents, promote fair
trade in the region, collaborating with the other community movement such as regional
activation, food education or care support of disabled persons. The objective of this
study is to reveal the development of international FTT movement, discuss the spread
of “fairness” effect and clarify the effect and issues, focusing on Fair Trade Town
movement of UK and Japan.

Firstly, by extracting the word about Fair Trade from previous studies, the
fairness of Fair Trade is classified; [Wages and prices] [producer of self-reliance and
development] [Various issues of international trade] [Culture] [Activity of consumer]
[Regional development] [Environment] [Human rights] [Consumption and relationship
of production].

Second, I conducted the site survey in Garstang, Bristol and London in UK and
Kumamoto city in Japan. From these case study, in FTT, the steering group not only
spread the Fair Trade in the region but also work for the local issue like environmental
activity and helping the disable person. That is; the fairness of FT are transformed into
the society in the developed country. Moreover, I pointed out that direct exchange of
producers and consumers through FTT movement enables them to share the regional

issues and understand each other, even they have different culture and environment.
